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Course description:

This course provides the theoretical foundations and necessary skills for moral
action in nursing care and professional relationship based on human values. In this
lesson, students learn how to protect the rights of employees in addition to the rights
of patients and their families; they also learn to develop their ethical performance.
This course also reviews the nature of nursing ethics, and analyzes ethical theories
and ethical aspects of professional nursing practice and relations. In this lesson,
learners become sensitive to ethical issues in the context of nursing and experience
and practice ethical decision-making in order to strengthen their professional ethics.
